IMPORTANT DEADLINES

	7th July 2010
	Futures Day.  You should have already been drafting your Personal Statement during the Summer Term, registered on APPLY11 and started your UCAS application.

	16th July 2010 
	All students to have started an on-line application to UCAS.  Even if you are not intending to go to university, the UCAS application is a good example of an on-line application form.

	After 19th August 2010
	Add your AS final results to your UCAS application and also add your A2 subjects – leaving the grades ‘pending’

	17th September 2010
	Deadline for Student Services to receive UCAS applications if you are applying for Oxbridge, Medical, Dentistry or Veterinary courses.  You must have been through your application with your tutor and brought the lilac Tutor Final Checklist (completed and signed by your tutor) to Student Services by this date to ensure your application is processed and submitted in time for the UCAS deadline of 15th October 2010.

	7th October 2010
	Deadline for Student Services to receive all UCAS applications if you are applying to a Russell Group or highly selective university.  You must have been through your application with your tutor and brought the lilac Tutor Final Checklist (completed and signed by your tutor) to Student Services by this date to ensure your application is processed and submitted in time for the UCAS deadline of 15th January 2011.

	12th November 2010
	Deadline for Student Services to receive all other UCAS applications.  You must have been through your application with your tutor and brought the lilac Tutor Final Checklist (completed and signed by your tutor) to Student Services by this date to ensure your application is processed and submitted in time for the UCAS deadline of 15th January 2011.

	UCAS deadline.  Student Services will guarantee submitting your application to UCAS to meet this deadline if you get your lilac Tutor Final Checklist (completed and signed by your tutor) and paper copy of your application to Student Services by 12th November 2010.

Applications can be submitted to UCAS after 15th January 2011 but they will be considered as ‘late applications’.   Some courses may be closed by Universities at this point whilst they check their numbers.  (These courses may be opened again at a later date).  Universities may still consider these applications if they want to make more offers.

	(Art & Design Courses) UCAS deadline.  You can submit up to 5 choices for Art & Design courses.  It is important that you check the closing date for the individual course as it may be either 15th January or 24th March.

Don’t leave your application to the last minute – the sooner you complete it and pass it to Student Services for processing, the earlier we can submit it and the better chance you have of getting a university place!

	Single Honours
	One subject only



	Joint Honours
	Two subjects – an equal time spent on both

	Modular
	A wide range of choice and flexibility



	Sandwich
	This will include an organised period of time spent in industry or abroad



	Foundation Degree
	2 years – 2/3rds of a full degree.  Normally vocational



	Higher National Diploma (HND)
	2 years – 2/3rds of a full degree. Normally vocational.



	Top-Up
	1 or 2 years to complete a degree from a Foundation Degree or HND.  You would need to discuss with the institution which year of the degree programme you are eligible to go on.

WHAT IS APPLY?

APPLY is an application system that allows you to apply online for full-time undergraduate courses at universities and colleges.  UCAS ask you to complete the following sections.
· Registration

· Personal details

· Additional information (UK applicants only)

· Choices

· Education

· Employment

· Personal Statement

· Reference – this is added by Barton Peveril

· Declaration

· Pay and send

Your application does not have to be completed all at once.  The system allows you to leave a section partially completed so you can return to it later and change any information you have entered.

REGISTRATION

UCAS need to know your personal details, such as your name, address and date of birth.  They also ask you to read and accept the terms and conditions for using Apply.  The registration progress generates your username and you create your own password which you use to login to Apply.

**You must make a note of your username and password when registration is complete**

A quick guide to registration:

1. Log on to www.ucas.com
2. Click on APPLY

3. Click on Register/Log in to use APPLY 2011 (do not select APPLY 2010)
4. Student should read terms and conditions

5. Select registering through school or college
6. Type in the buzzword BARTPEV11
7. Follow instructions to register personal details (i.e. name, address, telephone number, e-mail address etc)
8. Choose a password and enter a security question and answer (can be used as a prompt in the event that student forgets login details)

9. Click SEND to create and issue a username – YOU MUST NOTE THESE DETAILS!
The following screen prints show you what you will see during the UCAS Registration process:

First you need to Register – click on the ‘register’ button
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Read through the instructions and then press ‘next’
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Read the terms and conditions, then tick the box to accept, before pressing ‘next’
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Complete each field on the screen before pressing ‘next’
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Select the option as shown above and then press ‘next’
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Address confirmation screen will then appear – press ‘next’ if correct.
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Make sure that you remember your security questions and answers!  You may need them later on.

FIRST LOG IN SCREENS

The following screens will only need to be completed the first time you log into APPLY10.
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The Buzzword for APPLY11 is BARTPEV11
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This is the final screen and you are now able to go to the Welcome Page and begin to fill in your application form.

PERSONAL DETAILS

Some of this section will be filled in automatically with the details you entered during registration.  You should check that the information is correct, such as your name, address, date of birth and contact details.  UCAS also ask for further information that the universities and colleges require, such as your nationality, residential status and any disabilities that you may have.
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When you have entered all your Personal Details, select ‘section completed’ and then press the red ‘save’ icon.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
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When you have entered all the relevant information click on the ‘section completed’ box and then press the red ‘save’ icon.

CHOICES

In this section you enter the courses and universities/colleges that you are applying to.
Make sure you research thoroughly to ensure you are choosing the best course and university for you!  
Attend the university open days.

Aim high but be realistic with your choices – some offers may come back higher than the entry requirements specified on the UCAS website so it is important that you have a ‘safe’ back up option to use as your insurance choice.
Use the Entry Profiles on www.ucas.com to enable you to find out what the entry requirements are so that you can be sure that you are studying the required subjects for your chosen course and that you are on track to gain the grades that the university expects.  You will also find out about the course in detail – the content, what makes it different from other courses, special features and opportunities.  Compare different courses at different universities – a history degree at Southampton University may have a very different structure to a history degree at Warwick or Bristol!
To find out more about entry profiles log on to www.ucas.com and select the ‘Students’ tab.  Then choose ‘before you apply’, ‘what to study’, ‘entry profiles’.

For each choice you will be asked to indicate if you will be living at home or in student accommodation and if you are applying for deferred entry i.e. starting the course in 2012 rather than 2011.
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You do not need to select your choices in any order of preference – the UCAS system will put them in alphabetical order on your application.
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After making each choice, click on the red ‘save’ icon.

You can make a maximum of 5 choices.
NB:
You can only apply to Oxford or Cambridge – please note the early internal deadline of 17th September 2010 to ensure applications reach UCAS by 15th October 2010.

You can only apply for up to 4 medicine or dentistry courses – please note the early internal deadline of 17th September 2010 to ensure applications reach UCAS by 15th October 2010.
Education
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UCAS need to know where you have studied and which qualifications you are taking/have taken.  You will be asked to fill in your school and college details and then list your qualifications.  Make sure you have included all relevant qualifications, including any that you have completed and any that you are currently taking.  
In addition to GCSEs taken at secondary school and AS/A2 subjects being studied at college you may also have taken Music or Speech and Drama exams and these are also worth UCAS points.  You will need to know the centre number for each institution – this will be shown on your exam certificates.  

Your tutor will also have a copy of the centre number for your secondary school.

You will also need to know the exam awarding board for each qualification – again you should have this on your exam certificate.

Enter all qualifications that you are currently studying for and add your results as ‘pending’.  If you have declined a grade you do not need to put this on your application.

If you are taking a subject through to A2, there is no need to enter it as both AS and A level, just show it on your application once under GCE Advanced Level.  

Once you receive your AS results in August, you will be able to update your application for any subject that you have just studied to AS level – select GCE Advanced Subsidiary from the list of qualification types.

Click on the ‘add new school/college’ link to put in your secondary school details and add your GCSE results.
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When you have entered all the qualifications from secondary school, click on the red ‘save’ icon.  You can then add a ‘new/college’ and input your College details, again ensuring that your start and finish dates are correct.
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EMPLOYMENT
In this section you fill in the details of your work history and employers.  You can add up to 5 employers.  

If you have not had any jobs you can leave this section blank, but you will still need to mark it as complete in order to continue with your application.
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PERSONAL STATEMENT

You need to complete a personal statement which tells your universities or colleges why you are applying for the course(s) you have chosen and why they should want you as a student.  This statement helps universities and colleges to know more about you as a person.

You only complete one personal statement and this will be used for each of your university choices.
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You will have already received a Personal Statement Writing booklet – refer to it and include as much as you can about yourself.

A good personal statement is very important – few universities actually interview now and the way you write this could persuade an Admissions Tutor to offer you a place.

You must be truthful and your personal statement must be your own work.  UCAS have a very complex system in place to check for plagiarism so do not be tempted to use extracts from other people’s statements which may be posted on the internet.

Make sure you mention your involvement in master classes, volunteering, extra curricular activities such as the Duke of Edinburgh award, guiding or drama groups, your sporting achievements and interests and your future plans.

Make reference to the course you are applying for – why do you want to study it and what could you offer to the university. You also need to make your personal statement general enough for each of the universities you are applying to – do not write that you have always wanted to study at Cardiff University when you are also applying to Plymouth and Birmingham!!
Make sure your personal statement is grammatically correct and use spell check!!  Admissions Tutors will not be impressed by careless mistakes so take your time and ask other people to read and check it for you.  Make sure it is as perfect as it can be!
REFERENCES

UCAS require a reference from your tutor and subject teachers as they know you well enough to write about you and your suitability for the course.  Your tutor, Student Progress Manager and Student Services staff will arrange for a reference to be written and attached to your application.

Payment

The cost for applying to one choice is £11.00
The cost for applying for two or more choices is £21.00
Once your tutor has confirmed that your application is ready to be submitted, you pay the application fee online using a credit or debit card by selecting ‘pay/send’ from the menu on the left hand side of the screen when you are logged into your application in APPLY11.
You are unable to pay for your application via Student Services or the College Shop.
After you have done this, your reference will be attached by Barton Peveril and, following a final check, your application is submitted to UCAS.

Once UCAS receive your application it cannot be changed.  They will process it, send a copy to each of your chosen universities/colleges and advise you by letter about the next stage of the process.

COMPACT APPLICATIONS
What is a COMPACT?

Some students may be eligible to apply for a Compact application at certain universities.  This means that they may be considered for an offer based on lower entry requirements or receive a specific bursary. For 2011 entry we have the following agreements:

Chichester University

Winchester University

Solent University


Southampton University Access 2 Southampton Scheme

If you are intending to make a Compact Application, you need to note this on your UCAS application by typing ‘COMPACT’ in the Further Details field in the Choices Section.

Generally you will need to fulfil 2 of the criteria to be eligible for a Compact scheme.

Chichester University Criteria for 2011 entry:

If you are applying to Chichester University and you have successfully completed, or are expected to complete, a relevant Level 3 course then you will be guaranteed a standard offer or an interview for a place at Chichester as long as you meet the application deadline and also meet or be predicted to meet the entry requirements.
Special consideration will be given to students whose academic attainment may have been affected by at least 2 mitigating circumstances listed below:

First in family to undertake HE

Has had a disrupted pattern of education

Has experienced difficult family circumstances

Has had caring responsibilities

Is in receipt of EMA

Has attended a school which achieved less than 60% 5 A*-C passes at GCSE

Winchester University Criteria for 2011 entry
First in family to undertake HE

Difficult financial circumstances

Problems relating to health, disability or bereavement

Caring responsibilities

Has been in the care of the local authority

Has had a disrupted pattern of education

Is from a group which is under-represented in HE

Solent University Criteria for 2011 entry

Long-term illness

Disability

Bereavement

Difficult Family circumstances

Caring for a sick or disabled relative

Having responsibility for younger siblings

Having responsibility for a baby - single parent

Being in care

In receipt of an Educational Maintenance Allowance (EMA) at the rate of £30 or £20 per week

‘Please note colleges can recommend a student if they fit one or more of the above criteria.  A letter of support explaining in detail their circumstances would be required and in some cases supporting evidence as well for example official documents where applicable.’

Southampton University

Southampton launched their Access 2 Southampton Scheme in 2009.  

Students who are applying to Southampton University for 2010 entry and who are interested in the A2S Scheme should have already attended a meeting with Nicola Peacock here in College and already completed an application form.  The deadline for this Scheme was 22nd May 2010.
Booklets giving full details of the Scheme can be collected from the Student Help Desk.
What is Access to Southampton?

The University of Southampton recognise that exam grades do not always reflect what a student is capable of achieving. Our scheme gives some students who have experienced difficulties or hardship an opportunity to realise their potential. Access to Southampton (A2S) aims to assist those talented students capable of studying at the University of Southampton through a pre-University entry scheme.  Access to Southampton is the University of Southampton's alternative entry scheme offering special consideration to applicants from educationally, financially or socially disadvantaged backgrounds. Applications are welcomed from students who meet the eligibility criteria (below) and have the potential to study at the University of Southampton:

How does it work?

All Access to Southampton applicants will receive special consideration from University of Southampton admissions tutors because of their individual circumstances. However, the Access to Southampton scheme does not guarantee an offer from the University, admissions decisions will be made on a combination of the applicants’ predicted grades, content of their UCAS personal statement, UCAS reference, interview (for some courses), and the additional information provided by the applicant and teacher on the Access to Southampton application form.

Successful applicants will receive two offers, the standard offer as published in the University prospectus, and the alternative Access to Southampton offer, two grades lower than the standard offer. The Access to Southampton alternative offer is conditional, and requires the applicant to attend a three day assessed Summer University (July 2010) and a two day 'Get Ready to Go' event at Easter 2011. Applicants have to make the University of Southampton their conditional firm choice when applying to UCAS, to remain eligible for the alternative Access to Southampton offer.

What do I have to achieve?
If you are accepted onto the A2S scheme, you must attend:

a three-day, non-residential, Assessed Summer School 

a two-day, non-residential, Academic Study Skills School 

All applicants will be expected to complete two forms of assessment at these events.

Eligibility

To apply for the scheme, Year 12 students studying at Hampshire or Isle of Wight FE Colleges / Sixth Forms must meet at least two of the following criteria:

Be in receipt of an Educational Maintenance Allowance (EMA) of £20 or £30 a week 

Be in the first generation of immediate family to apply to Higher Education 

Have attended a secondary school which achieved less than 48% 5 A to C passes (including English and Maths) at GCSE in 2008 

Only option is to attend a local University 

Studies disrupted by circumstances in their personal, social or domestic life 

Living or grew up in public care 
How do I apply?
Collect a College Compact Application form and an Access to Southampton application form from Student Services.  You will need a copy of your UCAS application and a reference from your tutor.

What happens on the A2S?
If the A2S application is successful we will make a scheme offer with a lower A level target (or equivalent qualification) in most cases, so students will be made an offer as set out in the Prospectus, and a separate alternative offer (the A2B offer). The scheme offer will typically amount to a reduction of up to two A-level grades (e.g. BCC rather than BBB) together with satisfactory completion of the Assessed Summer University and the A2S Study Skills.  It is important to stress here that a two grade reduction in the offer from the University is not guaranteed.

Students who wish to apply under the Compact Scheme should complete a Compact application form (available from Student Services) and return it – with a printed copy of their UCAS application form – to Debra Collins in Student Services.  

We are also able to send off a letter of support for any student who may have ‘special circumstances’.

If any further information about Compact Arrangements for 2011 entry is received it will be circulated.
